THE INTERIOR: LANYON’S NARRATIVE

The Midnight Visitor: Lanyon follows Jekyll’s S
desperate instructions to retrieve chemicals. A small,
impatient man in baggy clothes arrives to collect
them.
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The Ultimatum: The visitor offers a choice: remain
ignorant or ‘behold a prodigy to stagger the unbelief
of Satan.’

The Transformation: The visitor drinks. A cry, a
reeling, a gasping. His face turns black. The features
melt and alter.

The Reveal: Standing before the terrified Lanyon is
Henry Jekyll. The shock of this ‘moral turpitude’ kills
Lanyon.




THE THEORY OF DUALITY

The Premise: “Man is not truly one, but - °

truly two.”

The Struggle: Jekyll describes the
“agonized womb of consciousness” where
the “polar twins” (Good and Evil)
continuously struggle.

The Goal: To separate these identities.
e If separated, the Just could walk
steadfastly on the upward path.
e The Unjust could go his way, delivered
from the aspirations and remorse of his
upright twin.

The Hope: To relieve the suffering of the
dual nature.
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(Reaction)

THE TINCTURE & THE TRANSFORMATION

The Mechanics: The drug shakes the

“fleshly vestment” and the “fortress of
identity.”

The Experience:
e The Agony: “Grinding in the bones,
deadly nausea, a horror of the spirit.”
e The Aftermath: “Something
indescribably new and... incredibly
sweet.” A heady recklessness and a
current of disordered sensual
images.
e The Result: The drug does not create
evil; it simply releases the prisoner.



THE FACE OF PURE EVIL

The Logic of Size: Jekyll’s life was
nine-tenths effort and virtue. His evil
side was “less robust and less developed.”
Therefore, Hyde is smaller and younger.

The Aura of Deformity:

e Evil had left “an imprint of deformity
and decay” on the body.

e Why he is repulsive: Ordinary
humans are a commingling of good
and evil. Edward Harde is the only
person in the world who is pure evil.

The Reaction: Jekyll felt no repulsion in
the mirror, only a “leap of welcome.”




THE SEA OF LIBERTY

The Disguise: Jekyll hires Hydeasa -~ " 72-
mercenary to enjoy his vices. He setsup 7
the Soho house and gives Hyde “full =
liberty.”

The Privilege: Jekyll is the first man to
e “plod in the public eye with a load of
genial respectability,” and then “strip
off these lendings and spring

headlong into the sea of liberty.”

The Safety: No matter the crime, Hyde
could disappear into the laboratory
drink the cup, and vanlsh ‘like the stain
of breath upon a mirror.”
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THE 1LOSS OF CONTROL

The Incident: Jekyll goes to sleep in -

his own bed in the square. He wakes

u? feeling strange. He sees the hand
of Edward Hyde.

The Horror: He had gone to bed as
Jekyll and awakened as Hyde—
Hyde—without the drug.

The Realization: The balance is
overthrowing. He is “slowly losing
hold of his original self am?lr
becoming slowly incorporated with
my second and worse.”

The Trigger: Jekyll sits on the bench, * - 7~
indulging in a “vainglorious thought,”
comparing his active goodwill to the =
lazy cruelty of others.

The Change: Instantly, the “spiritual
side” drowses. A “horrid nausea”
strikes. His clothes suddenly hang
formlessly on shrunken limbs.

The Nightmare: He is Hyde. In broad
daylight. A known murderer.

The Consequence: He cannot return
home. He is forced to write the
desperate letter to Lanyon (Slide 11)
to retrieve his drugs. = _
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THE INORGANIC SLIME

The Mutual Hatred:
o | k¥ll’s View: He views Hyde as
hellish but inorganic”—the “slime

of the pit” that utters cries. The
horror is that this thing is “knit to
him closer than a wife.

 Hyde’s View: Hyde hates the

despondency of Jekyll. He plays “ape-

like tricks” —scrawling blasphemies in

pious books, burning letters,

destroying the father’s portrait.

The Bond: Hyde only refrains from

suicide because of his terrifying love of

}:li_fe. Jekyll pities him even as he loathes
im. b o

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more.

The Failure: Every new batch is
“without efficiency.” The ebullition
does not happen.

The Conclusion: The first supply
was impure. It was that unknown
impurity that allowed the
transformation. The discovery was
an accident; it cannot be repeated.
The End: Ieiwll writes his
statement under the influence of
the last of the old powders. When it
fades, he will be Hyde forever.
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EPRESSION & REPUTATION

The Victorian Double: Society
demanded a “grave countenance.
Public reputation was paramount.
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Jekyll’s Flaw: His fault was not
that he was evil, but that he was
impatient with the restrictions of
his class. He concealed his
pleasures until they festered.

The Insight: Repression didn’t
eliminate the “evil”—it
concentrated it. Hyde is the

explosive result of everything
Jekyll forced himself to hide.
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THE MIRROR AND THE WHOLE

The Synthesis: Jekyll and Hyde are ™ %
not op]iosnes. ‘ «é
* Jekyll: A composite of gopodand
evil (like all men).
* Hyde: Pure evil (a fragment
extracted from the whole).

The Tragredy: Jekyll sought
freedom from the duality, but
found that the "evil" side, when
liberated, had no restraints and
eventualfy consumed the host.

Final Quote: "I bring the life of that
unhappy Henry Jekyll to an end."
